3. Lives within the TUSD High School District boundaries;

4. Plans to attend accredited 2-year, 4-year college, or a vocational trade school as a full-time student in Fall following
graduation,

5. Demonstrated interest in Local Tracy History.

3. If submitting a project, please submit with the application form, or arrange delivery to the Museum or other
method of review as applicable, by the application deadline. Projects should be labeled with you name,
project title, and date and include a 1-2 page project summary. The project summary should be typed,
double spaced, and include your name, project title, date, page numbers and description of the project and
its relevance to Local Tracy History. Projects will be returned after review if requested.
